Dugue Pgjuelo, Félix. Idas en la laguna del sistema: La relacion de Kant con
Fichtey Schelling/ Islands in the lagoon of the system: The Kant”s relationship
with Fichte and Schelling

Si Fichte influy6 en Kant como reactivo para que éste tomara conciencia de las
Ultimas consecuencias de su inacabado sistema, ¢cabria decir lo mismo de
Schelling? En principio, todo pareceinclinar aunarespuestanegativa. Durantelos
afiosnoventaera Schelling considerado como un mero discipuloy hastadivulgador de
Fichte. Y s éste fue despachado con desprecio (al menos, exteriormente) por
parte de Kant, ;como ibaafijarse en su discipulo? Sin embargo, en fechardativa-
mente reciente se hareivindicado lainfluenciade Schelling en el dltimo Kant./ If
Fichte influenced in Kant like a reagent so that this took conscience of the
last consequences of his unfinished system, Would it be necessary to say the
same of Schelling? In principle, everything leads us to a negative answers.
During the nineties Schelling was considered as a mere pupil and until utterer
of Fichte. And if this was dispatched with scorn (at least, outwardly) on the
part of Kant, how will he notice Fichte's pupil? However, in relatively recent
date the influence of Schelling has been claimed in the last Kant.

Lara, Nydiay AndreaMiranda. Newton, Einstein y lanocién de tiempo absol uto/
Newton, Einstein and the notion of absolute time

problems about historiografy, mains depends on a previous resolution of the
historical being.

the differents natural and historically transmitted languages, with the
possibility of a dialogue among the different languages, among the different
cultures.

Naranjo, Leticia. Laresponsabilidad de lasfirmas en €l sistemade mercado: una
fundamentacion moral/ The responsibility of the companysin the market system:
a moral foundation

El articulo muestra e fundamento ético de un criterio de responsabilidad social
empresarial, € cual es tomado de Ernest Tugendhat en su critica al concepto
libertario de libertad. Sobre |a base de este concepto Milton Friedman propone
tanto un modelo econdémico en e que no caben las intervenciones extrafias a los
mecanismos del mercado, como un concepto restringido de responsabilidad socia
empresarial. Luego de exponer |os argumentos de Friedman se acude alacritica
de Keneth Arrow, quien desautoriza la confianza de Friedman en las buenas
consecuencias delaaplicacion del concepto restringido de responsabilidad social .
Finalmente se exponelacriticade E. Tugendhat al concepto delibertad defendido
por Friedman. Con ello se muestra qué razones harian éticamente exigible un
criterio de no dependenciaunilatera, sin e cua severiacomprometidalalegitimidad
de toda praxis econémica en una sociedad moderna./ The author shows the
ethical basis of a criterion for business’ social responsibility. This criterion
is taken from Ernest Tugendhat's critic to the libertarian concept of freedom.
Using this concept, Milton Friedman defends an economical model that rejects
any form of interventionism in the market system, and he also defends a
restrictive concept of business’ social responsibility. The article contents in
its first part Friedman’s statements about liberalism and private firms’
responsibility. The second part sumarizes Keneth Arrow’s critic to Friedman’s
belief in the good consequences of the application of the restrictive concept
of social responsibility. Finally, the paper contents Tugendhat’s critic to
Friedman’s concept of freedom. By this last part, one can be aware of the
ethical reliability of a criterion of non-unilateral dependency. Such a criterion
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is explained as necessary to legitimate economical activities in a modern
society.

Platdn mismo sefiala, en laCarta vil, que sus didlogos
no contienen las ensefianzas fundamental es, pero sin embargo esjustamente de é
de quien se conserva la obra en su totalidad. He aqui nuestro problema: ¢qué
hacer? ¢Desprestigiar |a obra platénica en favor de una supuesta doctrinainexis-
tente? ;Reconstruir unadoctrinateniendo yaunaescritapor pufioy letrade Platon?
I nevitablemente esta afirmacion platdnica suscita el problema gue se denomina
como €l deladoctrinaesotéricao doctrinano escrita./ The Ancient Ageintroduces
uncountless problems to the specialists of the same one. On one hand, we
have problems related with the direct sources, and, for other, with the indirect
sources. Same Plato points out, in the Letter VII, that his dialogues don’t
contain the fundamental teachings, but it belongs exactly to him of who the
work is conserved in its entirety. There is our problem : What to make? To
discredit the platonic work in benefit of a supposed non existent doctrine?
To reconstruct a doctrine having already one written by the own Plato?
Inevitably this platonic statement raises the problem that is denominated as
the occult doctrine or not written doctrine.
